Alternatively, you can attach an email from the professor that clearly indicates his/her permission 

to add you specifically to a full course. 

(3) Bring this form to psychology advising (PSY 135) in person to be added to the course.  This 

form will not be accepted over email. 

(4) Any attempt to turn in this form by falsifying an instructor’s signature will be considered an 

honor code violation.
