For the second year, ILR invites students and emerging professionals (graduate students, post-doctoral fellows, and undergraduate first authors) to present their posters at the "ILR/UF Student Research-on-Aging Exposition" on Monday, March 19. All research presented is expected to address topics related to aging, late life, adult development, and/or associated age-related conditions/phenomena (e.g., dementia, physical disability). Top rated posters will receive awards (details below) which will be presented at a Recognition Dinner on March 27.
The exposition will be held at Oak Hammock at the University of Florida, in the Oak Room. The exposition will be held in two judging sessions: 10:30 am to 12 pm and 1:00 pm to 2:30 pm. Oak Hammock is located at Williston Road and SW 25th Terrace, Gainesville.

A panel of three ILR members with related professional experience will judge all posters.  Criteria will include:  aging relevance, clarity of topic/application, originality and organization, depth of understanding, visuals, oral presentation, professionalism, acknowledgement of collaborators, response to questions. The three top scorers will receive a prize of $250 for first, $200 for second and $150 for third place, and a certificate of award.
Students are not required to attend both sessions but must be present for the session to which they have committed. 

The Institute for Learning in Retirement (ILR) is a cooperative venture between Oak Hammock and UF. Continuing education programs are presented by University of Florida professors, as well as other experts, in particular fields of study – and classes are held on the Oak Hammock campus. For many years, the ILR has showed substantial support for research and training in aging at UF.  The ILR sponsors annual student research awards.
